Students will make connections between the present day and historical events and trends. Students taking this course will be expected to increase their understanding of fundamental civic concepts, knowledge of geography, and skills in reading and analyzing primary sources, graphs, and cartoons. In addition, students will acquire a broad knowledge of current events, specialized social studies vocabulary, and economic concepts. All students will be required to write a formal research paper analyzing a single topic in United States History 1492-1900.
